This section should specify exactly the proposed technology innovation. It MUST have a health impact, be it a medical device or not. Authors should consider how to present their data. Figures and tables can be used in this section.

DISCUSSION 
Discussion should summarize the proposed technology and the overall impact it’s going to have on the country. This section puts the literature into context and expresses the opinions and significance of the technology.
CONCLUSION

The conclusions have to be based on the facts in evidence and should be limited to minimal speculation about the significance of the work.
